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In Kedamath Niketan, ow goal would be lo place equal emphasis on spiriluality and education. Ou
objective would be to produce decent, civilized individuals who are prepared 1o conguer the world and not just
achieve academic success.

Along with daily prayers, we have also planned a community hall where owr students would receive
cubtural and refigiously relevant education. Additionally, we have planned audio and video lessons on Lord
Kedarnath in addition lo their regular classes.

Every year, we will offer free education to 60 students in classes 6 through 10.The institution would take
care of these 60 studentsbecause our objective is to prepare them to make the greatest possible contribution to
saciety.

The conventional CBSE school curriculum would be followed by Nursery through Class 8, while the
innovative model would be followed by Class 9 through Class 12. The CBSE/MNIOS/mnovative curmiculum would
serve as the foundation for the curmiculum at Kedamath Niketan.
